Although the University 
encourages the widest amount of student responsibility with a minimum of administrative 
regulation, it expects each student to maintain appropriate standards in his or her 
academic and personal life. The University reserves the right to terminate the registration 
of any student who does not meet the standards acceptable to the University.
